Event Rules & Regulations

1) MEANINGS: “Event” shall mean the ConnectivityWeek 2008 event being held May 20-22, 2008. “Exhibitor” shall mean the exhibitor or sponsor to the Event completing this contract. “Clasma” shall mean Clasma Events Inc. organizers of the Event and its affiliated companies.

2) ADDITIONAL FUNCTIONS: No Exhibitor may organize or convene meetings host cocktail parties or similar functions other than in their display space during the scheduled times of the Event without prior written approval of Clasma.

3) ADMITTANCE DURING NON-EXPO HOURS: Exhibitor representatives are not permitted to enter the hall until 15 minutes before the scheduled opening time and will not be permitted to remain in the hall after it closes, the exception to this being set-up and move-out periods. Exhibitors that require additional time should check with Clasma prior to the time.

4) ALCOHOL, FOOD & BEVERAGES: Dispensing, distributing, using alcoholic beverages or providing food in the Event is prohibited without prior written approval.

5) ATTORNEY FEES: The Exhibitor agrees to pay any fees, including attorney fees associated with any dispute with Clasma or the Venue.

6) BOOTH CONSTRUCTION: Booths will comply with the Venue standards, rules and regulations that will be supplied in the Exhibitor Manual.

7) BOOTH DECORATION: Exhibitor shall decorate their display space in good taste and in keeping with the Event’s level of décor. Clasma will instruct its event decorator to finish any unfinished surfaces at Exhibitor’s expense if Exhibitor does not make suitable changes to maintain adequate level of display.

8) EXHIBITOR REPRESENTATIVES: Exhibitor’s representatives must be a minimum of 18 years old. They must wear name badges provided by Clasma at all times, and the display space must be staffed during published hours. All Exhibitors’ staff must register as attendees of the Event.

9) CANCELLATION: Cancellations will be honored only when presented in writing 90 days before the Event. After that date, the Exhibitor is responsible for payment of all fees. All deposit payments made to Clasma are not refundable.

10) CONTRACT FOR SPACE: a) The event of fire, strikes or other uncontrollable circumstances beyond Clasma’s control rendering the Event space unavailable or causing the Event to be canceled will relieve Exhibitor and Clasma of any obligations under the contract. b) If the total cost of Booth space is not paid as agreed, Clasma has the right to cancel the space without further notice and Exhibitor forfeits all payments made.

11) DAMAGE TO PROPERTY: Exhibitors are liable for any damage caused by them or their agents to the Venue, property of Clasma and/or any other Exhibitors.

12) DEFAULT OF OCCUPANCY: Exhibitors failing to occupy contracted space are not relieved of obligation to pay full space rental fees. Clasma has the right to reassign or use such space in any manner deemed fit if not occupied by the set time making it available to other Exhibitors without releasing the original Exhibitor from his contracted obligations.

13) ELIGIBLE EXHIBITORS: Exhibitors are limited to companies whose products are of specific interest to attendees. Clasma has the right to determine eligibility of a company or product for inclusion and may reject any or all applications.

14) ADMITTANCE: Clasma has the sole control over the admissions policy and the sole right to refuse admission. No one under 18 years of age is permitted in the Event unless accompanied by an adult.

15) EXHIBITOR APPOINTED CONTRACTORS: Exhibitors may, with prior written approval by Clasma, hire outside contractors for installation and dismantling of Booths. Exhibitors must employ members of appropriate trade unions where required. EAC houses must supply proof of liability insurance certificates and letters of intent to Event management. 

16) INDEMNIFICATION: a) Exhibitor agrees to indemnify, defend and protect Clasma and the building owners and hold them harmless from any claims, demands, suits, liability, damages, loss, costs, attorney fees and expenses of whatever kind which result from any action, or failure to act, or negligence by the Exhibitor or any officers, agents, employees and representative, including but not limited to claims of personal injury, damage or loss of property; b) The Exhibitor will not make any claim against Clasma for damage or destruction of goods; nor for injury to them, their employees or attendees as a result of negligence; nor for damage of any nature including that to business by reason of failure to provide space for their exhibit, nor for any action or negligence of Clasma; nor for the failure to hold the Event as scheduled; c) Neither Clasma, the building owner, nor any officer, agent, employee or other representative shall be accountable or liable for, and the same are hereby released from accountability for any damage, loss, harm or injury to person or any property of the Exhibitor or any of its officer, agents, employees or other representatives, resulting from theft, fire, water, accident or any other cause and neither Clasma, nor the owners of the building will obtain insurance against any such damage, loss, harm, or injury.

17) LOGOS: Exhibitor shall provide appropriate electronic versions of their logos to Clasma and hereby provide the right for Clasma to use such logos for marketing purposes of the Event before, during and after the Event as Clasma sees fit.

18) INSURANCE: Exhibitors and their Appointed Contractors shall obtain adequate insurance against loss, damage or destruction of property, no less than $2 million comprehensive general liability insurance, including a broad form endorsement and will waive subrogation against Clasma, venue or their representatives. Exhibitor shall name Clasma and the venue on their insurance and provide Clasma with a copy.

19) LAWS: Exhibitors must comply, at their expense, with all local and state laws, rules, regulations & ordinances in force.

20) SAFETY DEVICES & FIRE PROTECTION: Exhibitors are fully responsible for complying with national, state and city regulations in provision and maintenance of adequate safety devices and conditions to operate machinery and equipment. Flammable devices, fluids, decorations or display fixture coverings are prohibited. Fabrics, decorative materials, table covers or risers shall be flameproof and subject to Fire Marshal inspection. Fire hose cabinets, service entrances and exit signs must be accessible and in full view. Smoking is not permitted.

21) EVENT CLOSING: All of Exhibitor’s Booth and other items must be removed from the building at the end of the Event no later than the time indicated by Clasma. Exhibitors will be liable for storage and handling charges resulting from failure to remove materials at the end of installation and dismantling periods.

22) EVENT RULES: Any matters not specially addressed shall be subject solely to the decision of Clasma.

23) SPECIAL NEEDS: Exhibitors shall notify Clasma of any special requirements pertaining to their Booth such as telephone, water and power so Clasma may assist with the Booth position.

24) SUBLEASING: Subleasing or space sharing is not permitted without the written permission of Clasma.

25) USE OF SPACE: Exhibitors must confine all of its activities to their display space and presentation space as appropriate during Event hours. Photography and camera equipment in the Event is strictly prohibited. Sound devices must be operated so as not to disturb other Exhibitors. Clasma reserves the right to determine acceptable sound levels.

26) JURISDICTION: If any legal action is brought to enforce this agreement, venue will be in Tarrant County, Texas, USA.
